Fees

Minimum Package: $600.00 for 2 sessions per week for the season.

Refund/Cancellation Policy

Refunds will be given only for medical reasons. A doctor’s certificate is required for submission to the
administrator for reimbursement. Reimbursement will be on a prorated basis. A 20% registration charge will be
withheld on all refunds. Skaters must have missed a minimum of 21 days of skating to qualify. Once your skater
returns to the ice in ANY capacity full fees will be reinstated.

Drop-In Ice
Skaters are welcome to pick up ice on a drop-in basis as long as the session is not full. You must be a registered

member of the winter season. Please email the Administrator and your coach 24 hours before the session you
wish to drop in on. Cost is $20.00 per hour.

Make-Up
There is NO MAKE-UP ICE.
